      There's one thing that will make me sit bolt-upright in the middle 

of the night -- the sound of incessant licking. It's like the drip-drip-drip 

of a leaky faucet, like the sound of nails on a blackboard, like hearing a 

dog having a high-pitched yapping fit!  

 

      I'm sure most of you know that licking is a common sign of 

allergies, but the challenge is in finding out what your dog is allergic to. 

Allergies may be environmental (insects, parasites, air borne, etc.) food, 

disease, vaccine, chemicals, or systemic deficiencies. Interestingly, I saw 

on several web sites that most dog owners think diet is the biggest culprit, 

but it's only found to cause 20% of canine allergies. What an opportunity to 

educate our members as Dog Owner Education Topic #16! 

 

      If your dog has a persistent licking problem, your veterinarian is 

your first line of defense. However, there's an encyclopedia's worth of 

information on canine allergies spread across dozens of web sites, far too 

much to summarize here.
